The main protein of hair, keratin, is found in the hair of all 
mammals. it also is important in the structure of the outer 
layers of skin.

Even the spines of echidnas are a specialised hairs that are 
composed mostly of keratin. There is some fur between the 
spines to help keep echidnas warm.
